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Late Entry (LE) Grade: the result has not been submitted by the Course Authority and 
is a late entry. 

3. Procedure  

3.1 Academic standing  
Academic Standing is the status of a student’s progress towards meeting the 
requirements for their program of study and is assigned at the end of each Semester. 
All coursework students are expected to maintain a satisfactory standard of academic 
achievement in each of Semester in order to continue with their program of study and 
to graduate. 

The levels of Academic Standing assigned by the University are: 

�x Good Standing : UNSW is not concerned about the student’s academic 
progress. 

�x Pending: Academic Standing cannot be calculated due to unresolved results. 
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
